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                                              RIDE ETIQUETTE  

General Information  

 

 

 Member safety is always the prime consideration wh enever planning , leading or taking part in an orga nized 
ride. Ride leaders and organizers of rides should a lways take into account the age of participants , r iding abilities , road  
and weather conditions and any other issue which ma y affect the ride. 

 The Ulysses Club does not carry insurance for membe rs on rides, as members are required to comply with  State 
laws in relation to registration and insurance of t heir vehicles , and to comply with the requirements   of the various laws 
and also the conditions of their insurance policies . 

 Ulysses Club policy is that the Club does not endo rse any ride procedure , rather a meeting place for  rides to 
leave from, and individual’s choice as to where and  how they ride , subject to road and traffic condit ions and regulations. 

 When on Club or Branch rides there are a few recom mendations that should be adhered to. Remember ,rid ing is 
an enjoyable and exciting and should remain so even  though there are few risks involved. What follows on this page are 
suggestions only and are not to be misconstrued as rules or regulations. 

Etiquette :  

¨ Arrive for the ride at least 15  minutes before the  departure time with a FULL tank and an EMPTY bladder. 

¨ There is usually a ride leader at the front and a Ta il—end Charlie at the rear of the group. 

¨ The ride leader should give a short outline of the r oute to be taken and the proposed stops along the w ay. Tail—end 
Charlie should make himself known to all participan ts. 

¨ If you are leaving the ride before the destination , please inform Tail—end Charlie, and if possible th e ride leader. 

¨ On some rides , a corner marking system is used . U sually , the rider immediately following the ride l eader is as-
signed (next) corner marker. If the ride leader tur ns at an intersection, than the second rider stops at that corner 
until all bikes have turned and then takes up a pos ition in front of tail end Charlie. It is not neces sary to resume 
your place behind the ride leader as the bike now i n second place takes the corner marker’s job. 

I’ve never ridden in a group before. What should I do ?  

¨ It is always a good idea to follow at least three b ike lengths behind the bike in front of you , but m ore is always bet-
ter.  

¨ Adding an extra couple of bike lengths in wet weath er will allow you more reaction time & braking dist ance. 

¨ Staying in the same place within the group is a muc h safer options than blasting past everyone in fron t of you. Usu-
ally the slower riders begin ( and remain) towards the rear of the group anyway.  

¨ If you do need to overtake , remember you have a re sponsibility to obey normal road rules.  

¨ Every rider has his or her own skill. Ride to your own ability and skill level at all times.  

¨  Obey the road rules and speed levels.  

¨ Ensure your bike is roadworthy.  

¨ It is a Ulysses Club rule that no other rockers, ro llers or badges of any description are allowed on t he back of a jacket 
or vest bearing an old man patch.  

¨ Above all, ride safely and be alert and aware of wh at is happening around you.  

¨ Scan constantly for danger. Never ride when you are  tired or after drinking alcohol.  

¨ Take regular breaks every hour or so. 

¨ Wear all the gear all the time (WATTGAT). Falls can occ ur anywhere anytime .  

¨ Road Rash hurts !!

“Facilities” 
 
(def:  Something with a particular function; someth ing designed or created to provide a service or ful fill a 
need) 
 
 
Unless a person is ‘out and about’ for the day, fac ilities (in this context I refer specifically to pu blicly avail-
able toilets and showers) are something that most p eople will give little, if any, thought to (unless,  of course, 
something insistent occurs in one‘s nether regions) . After all, every dwelling now has ‘facilities’ bu ilt in and 
even much older establishments have them too, thoug h they may possibly be more appropriately termed as  
built -out (the back?). 
The powers-that-be have long since legislated for ’ facilities’ to be in every workplace and public bui lding and, 
in more recent times are usually considered a neces sity rather than a luxury in most motorized homes a nd 
caravans. 
Even basic ‘under canvas’ campers have the option o f a dedicated, instantly erected cubicle that offer s total 
privacy and can serve as both toilet and shower (ju st add a porta-potty and a 15 litre solar shower an d you 
can do whatever takes your fancy!).

Being a mere male, I had long understood that the w hole world was my urinal however, you’ll be pleased  to 
know that now, the nearest bush or tree is definite ly a last resort - I’ve been turned off by the ling ering 
odour at enough roadside camps to know that there a re more hygienic ways of responding to nature’s cal ls 
and no, I’m not going to share any of my methods wi th you! 
Knowing where to look for facilities is an acquired  art form and again, I’m not going to divulge any o f those 
secrets here either. Let me just reassure you of on e thing - if you’ve had to have a ’bird-bath’ for m ore than 
two days in a row, you’re in that perfect mood to k ill for a hot shower. Hold that thought - don’t kil l anyone - 
channel that desire into asking and looking around and hey presto, facilities will appear. I have deve loped a 
sixth sense for finding facilities; now I’m fine-tu ning these abilities to differentiate between those  that re-
quire dollars and those that don’t! 
There are, of course, degrees of facilities on offe r. Most are adequate and provide all that is necess ary for the 
traveller to freshen up - in whichever way one need s to. The less salubrious ones are used as quickly as pos-
sible - and generally only once! Then there are the  crème-de-la-crème of facilities, those that get go ld stars 
and recommendations often only by word of mouth. Th ey are usually found in the smaller towns, where la t-
eral-thinking residents have worked out that  provi ding budget-priced or free sites with clean, low or  no-cost 
facilities brings the travellers and the dollars in to town. I have covered this subject many times in discus-
sions with fellow travelers and it is unanimous amo ngst us that, wherever it is that we pay little or nothing 
to stay over, be it one night or several, we make a  point of buying fuel and foodstuffs, having a coff ee, buying 
our take-aways there or dining in their restaurants . 
So, if your thinking of roughing it for a while and  you have any qualms about needing to answer the ca lls of 
nature in odd places, let me assure you that if so long as you can put the need on hold for a short wh ile, 
someone, somewhere near you has anticipated and pre pared for your need.
