PLEASE READ RIDE ETIQUETTE

General Information

Member safety is always the prime consideration wh enever planning , leading or taking part in an orga  nized
ride. Ride leaders and organizers of rides should a Iways take into account the age of participants , r iding abilities , road
and weather conditions and any other issue which ma y affect the ride.

The Ulysses Club does not carry insurance for membe rs on rides, as members are required to comply with ~ State
laws in relation to registration and insurance of t  heir vehicles , and to comply with the requirements of the various laws
and also the conditions of their insurance policies

Ulysses Club policy is that the Club does not endo rse any ride procedure , rather a meeting place for rides to
leave from, and individual’s choice as to where and how they ride , subject to road and traffic condit ions and regulations.

When on Club or Branch rides there are a few recom mendations that should be adhered to. Remember ,rid ing is
an enjoyable and exciting and should remain so even though there are few risks involved. What follows  on this page are
suggestions only and are not to be misconstrued as rules or regulations.

Etiquette :
Arrive for the ride at least 15 minutes before the  departure time with a FULL tank and an EMPTY bladder.
There is usually a ride leader at the front and a Ta  il—end Charlie at the rear of the group.

The ride leader should give a short outline of the r  oute to be taken and the proposed stops along the w ay. Tail—end
Charlie should make himself known to all participan  ts.

If you are leaving the ride before the destination , please inform Tail—end Charlie, and if possible th e ride leader.

On some rides , a corner marking system is used . U sually , the rider immediately following the ride |  eader is as-
signed (next) corner marker. If the ride leader tur  ns at an intersection, than the second rider stops  at that corner
until all bikes have turned and then takes up a pos ition in front of tail end Charlie. It is not neces  sary to resume
your place behind the ride leader as the bike now i n second place takes the corner marker’s job.

I've never ridden in a group before. What should | do?

It is always a good idea to follow at least three b ike lengths behind the bike in front of you , but m  ore is always bet-
ter.

Adding an extra couple of bike lengths in wet weath  er will allow you more reaction time & braking dist  ance.

Staying in the same place within the group is a muc  h safer options than blasting past everyone in fron t of you. Usu-
ally the slower riders begin (and remain) towards  the rear of the group anyway.

If you do need to overtake , remember you have a re sponsibility to obey normal road rules.
Every rider has his or her own skill. Ride to your  own ability and skill level at all times.
Obey the road rules and speed levels.

Ensure your bike is roadworthy.

It is a Ulysses Club rule that no other rockers, ro llers or badges of any description are allowed ont he back of a jacket
or vest bearing an old man patch.

Above all, ride safely and be alert and aware of wh at is happening around you.
Scan constantly for danger. Never ride when you are tired or after drinking alcohol. ,
NEVER Ride Faster Than
Take regular breaks every hour or so. YOUR Angel Can FLY !
Wear all the gear all the time (WATTGAT). Falls can occ  ur anywhere anytime .

In one of
these areas, trying to dodge around a hole, | hit o ne, very, very hard and had visions of a tyre or rim in ruins here, it hit so hard, but no,
everything seemed OK, so onwards bound.

Thought | had picked up dirty fuel along the way he  re as fuel consumption went up fairly dramatically, from and average of 5.25 I1t/100
km to around 6.8, then realised the Territory speed | imit and head/side wind would have a big bearing on  consumption. Still very humid
because of all the water around, had enough of it so booked into the Halls Creek motel. She asked whethe r | would like a budget or de-
luxe room, a budget would suit me just fine. What al ovely big room with all mod cons. | thought of 2 qu estions that | had not asked on
booking, how much was a budget room and where to ea t, being informed that the room, remember budget, w as $150 and meals started
at $35.00, well | was already booked in so what the  heck. Next morning saw me depart the office minus $ 194.00 for a bed and a meal,
but it was comfortable and the meal was passable but  not spectacular.

I had picked up a bit of time by now and was 150km’s  further that planned for the day, | was going to cam  p at Turkey Creek but they
had a lot of flood damage a few weeks ago, in factt he community was evacuated, | didn’t miss much.

Frid. 15/4/2011

Arrived in Broome, our old home town of 12years, an d looked up one of our old mates there who was unawa re of my trip, | purposely
made it a surprise for him. Stayed at his place overn ight after an Asian take away, which was very enjoya ble. Itis 7 years since Helena
and | sold up and left Broome, having had one retur n journey about 4 years ago. What a change. Our hou se faced Cable Beach with
houses in our street and not much more, now it is re  al suburbia, see the following photo of the apartme nts built there now.

Sat. 16/4/2011

Left Des, and Broome behind and headed out around R oebuck bay towards Pt. Hedland. In my tour operating  days | travelled this road
many, many times and today | was reminded of how muc h | dislike this stretch of highway, 600kms of nothing except 2 roadhouses, one
300k’s from Broome and one a further 150. Hot and st ill very boring.

Refuel in Hedland and head off down the inland road  to Perth, less tourist traffic, less towns, better and  shorter road than the coastal
highway, but beware of mining traffic, every second vehicle seems to be an ore road train, up to 4 trai lers of 53.5m long or police es-
corted wide loads of all sorts of mining equipment, p  articularly new partly disassembled mine dump trucks. One truck to carry the chas-
sis and engine, one to carry the tray body, and a fur ther to carry the wheels and 3m tyres. Because of al | this activity , with mines open-
ing up everywhere, all roadhouses and accommodation people are really trying for every last dollar.

An example of this stood out when | reached Munjina,  (known to most as Auski) roadhouse. In my old tour op erations with the coaches,
we occasionally stayed there. Last time Helena and |  stayed they had budget rooms for $20.00, now $60.00. Other rooms ranged from
$160.00 to $230.00 per night, bed only. Meals starti ng at around $35.00, fuel for my bike $1.82. 1 did have a good meal there though,
probably the best of my whole trip. So mining and ex ploration of minerals might be good for the country  in economy but the general
public are sure sponsoring it to some extent.

Sun. 17/4/2011

Left Auski at 6.55am. Weather wise a bit more comfort  able today with a run of 828kms. to Mt. Magnet. Coo | in the morning, a bit
warmer later in the day but still fairly hot at Mt. Magnet, so that called for another motel/pub night. | walked into the pub to be greeted
by a fairly old, yes, OK older than me, and asked ho w much for a motel unit, “$95.00", “bit expensive, i s that the best you can do?”.
“Looks like you've had a long hot ride, how about $7 5.00". “Done” | said. It was one of the biggest, best e quipped rooms of my trip, and a
reasonable meal.

Mon. 18/4/2011

Mt. Magnet departure was a t 7.55am. Looking forwar  d to the latter part of today as | get to experienc e some hills with bends etc.. Bit of
a change from the last 3,000k’s. | arrived at Ginger' s Road House, in Upper Swan, an old favourite of mine , this is just north of Perth, at
12.30pm, coffee and a bite to eat. Off to Kelmscott, southern side of Perth on the Albany Highway and kil  led a little time ‘till my friends
got home from work by putting my bike through a car ~ wash again.

Matt and Cathy’s place at 4.15pm. Spent the night wi  th them, eating drinking and reminiscing. Goodto  catch up with friends of nearly
20 years whom, because of us in Adelaide and them in  Perth, we don’t see that often, great night.

Tues. 19/4/2011

Matt and Cathy’s son Tim, wanted me to go to his plac e of work to show me what happens there. He'’s in the  office of a company that
builds drill mining type rigs, a fairly big operation . Tim’s job is in sourcing components and equipment fr  om various parts of the world
to enable the construction of these units. He’s just h  ome from an exploratory trip to the US. Righty O, |  eft Tim and Perth at 8.30am and
let the bike head east to Southern Cross, the home of our daughter and her husband. On the way | stopped at  a little town called Cun-
derdin for coffee. You've probably seen or heard of the Ettamogah pub on the East Coast of Australia, fame  of the cartoonist Ken May-
nard, well, there is one in the west also.

It was quite cool riding today, the first cool day  since day 3, nice change.

Arrived at Dee-Ann and Barry’s place, in Southern Cr  oss, at 12.05pm. Once again, because of location, | d on’t see my Daughter that
often, although her and her husband did come to S.A.  for my 70th., so naturally it was good to catch up a gain, especially since we had a
nice Weber roast lamb, roast chicken and of course roa st potatoes and vegies, that made it even more special . Dee-Ann and Barry both
work in the mining industry, she driving those huge dump trucks and her husband drives the excavators tha tload the dump trucks.
They are in the same mine, same shifts, so work togethe r, making lots of money. Good luck to them.

Wed. 20/4/2011

Good relaxing day. Barry, when not at work, they do  one week on and one week off, does a lot of prospecting, so today we went out to
look at some of his spots including one of his mate’s fairly large lease where they have been finding are asonable amount of gold lately.

Thurs. 21/4/2011

my tent in the dark, so put my ground sheet down, sel finflatable mattress, sleeping bag and folded the gr ound sheet over the lot. Just
as well with the night's dampness, but | did have are  asonable sleep.

Frid. 22/4/2011

Last day of the Nullarbor today with my intended stop over at Ceduna. Some of my mates from the BMW Club  were to ride up to Pt.
Augusta, where | planned to be on Sunday 24th. butt wo of them were unable to make it until the Monday  and asked if | could delay my
return by one day. That was fine by me so | figured that an extra day rest would be better in Ceduna th  an Pt. Augusta, so booked there
for 2 nights, with a bit of a hassle as it was Easter.

Sat. 23/4/2011

Lazy day in Ceduna, ride to Thevenard, walk around  town, refuel bike and a coffee or two. Nice weather , quite a restful day. Even had
an afternoon nap, which | never do.

Sun. 24/4/2011

Left Ceduna at 8.45am., a later start as | haven't g ot far to go today to Pt. Augusta. Booked into the B ig 4 park which has very nice
amenities, lovely new camp kitchen, nice lounge are a and very nice and clean toilet blocks. In to town  for a Chinese, back to camp to
watch telly for a while and into bed for the lastti ~ me of this trip. Whilst | was looking forward to seei  ng Helena again, it was a bit sad
that this was my last night on the road. Youtendto  get into a routine and now that was all comingto a n end. Never mind, have to plan
my next adventure.

Mon. 25/4/2011 - Anzac Day

Left the Big 4 at 9.45am and filled in time by refu  elling and another coffee while waiting for the “we  Icome home” party who rode up that
morning from Adelaide, after attending the Dawn Ser  vice, to meet me at 11.40am at the BP at The Causew ay. 5 bikes with 6 people
plus myself, left Pt. Augusta at about 1.00pm, headed  south with quite heavy traffic, a quick stop at Pt. W akefield and then all to my
home for a cuppa with nibbles and the end of my epic  journey.

Both the bike and | had made it. It actually took m e about 2 days to settle back into home life.
Some facts and figures

Left home on Sunday 3rd. April, 2011

Arrived home on Monday 25th. April, 2011

22 days in total of which 17 days was of travel and 5 days of rest,
to cover 12,882 kms., an average of 758 km. per day.

My longest day was from Mt. Isa in Qld. to Dunmarra in 990km
My shortest day was from Pt. Augusta to Home 283km.

Fuel costs worked out at $1,032.05 total.

Dearest was at Renner Springs in NT at $2.133

Cheapest was at Winton in western QId. at $1.489

Food and drinks cost $628.50

Accommodation cost $644.30
Miscellaneous costs $103.05
Over the 22 days this worked out at an average of $10 9.45 per day

To summarise the whole trip, | would class it as a comp lete success for both the bike and me. Would | do it again?, yes | would, but not
just yet. In fact | have planned my next trip later this year or into next year.

After checking in we dropped our luggage of fin our apartment and headed off down the streetf or a
quick looksee and came upon “The Hooters”, a pub. O nce inside we quickly knew why it had that name, ve ry
beautiful waitress girls with legs up to their armp its wearing spray on teeny shorts and singlets that  show
off the pub’s very appropriate name. A hilarious su  rprise was waiting for Erich in the men’s toilet. T hey have
a soccer ball and goal net in the urinal, the idea is to aim and hit the soccer ball which will swing  around
when hit!

And the bread, real bread and rolls, a nd so many varieties and what's more they taste lik e bread,
not that airy fairy stuff we pass off as bread. Lau rie, don't ever come over here , all your good diet ing would
be out the window in just one day! Can you imagine how hard it is for me , to have to walk past all th  is won-
derful food in the bakeries and delis, and so damne d cheap it almost makes me cry? Luckily we can splu rge
on all the wonderful summer fruits such as the swee test cherries , fresh raspberries, red currants, bl ueber-
ries ,the biggest luscious strawberries (1 amin h eaven) and all so very cheap , eg. Raspberries for around
A$7.00kg !!

We are gradually getting our heads around the fact  that nearly everything is back to front over here
in Praque compared to back home. To switch a light on you actually switch it off , you keep right on a foot-
path. Steering wheels are on the wrong side of a ve hicle, gear sticks are on your right. Even the hand lesona
motorcycle are on the wrong side ! You must remembe rto look left when you cross a road otherwise suffer
being run over if you first look right, and don’'t  forget that they drive on the right hand side, you see av ehicle
go past and actually think for a second that there  is NO DRIVER in the vehicle!! Yep, this really was  an
“Erich” moment . In Praque you need a wallet the si  ze of a six pack esky. Erich had to remove everythi ng
from his wallet just to fit in the equivalent of A3 500 in Czech Koruna which is 7800.00CzK!!Can you be lieve
that dogs here actually bark in “Czech™?

The Tirol in Austria is something else al | together, the Tirol is surrounded by Alps, the pe  aks still cov-
ered in snow. It is paradise for motorcycling as wa s evidenced by the number of bikers we have seen. W e
could actually say that today we saw more motorcycl es on the road than cars, literally thousands. Puts  our
national AGM rides to shame. How we wish we had our  bike with us , we were green with envy seeing the
bikes roar past us doing extremely high speeds, swe eping bends are endless here.

We stopped on one of our touring days through the Alps at a place called “69 Oilers” and it was full  of
Harley Club riders, and yes , along with the bikes  was the obligatory breakdown vehicle . Harleys over here
are obviously as reliable as the ones back home. Th is spot was unreal to experience though, they hadt wo
engine blocks as actual working beer taps! A Hotro d was a kitchen, you could eat your meal on the bon net.
It was obviously based on Yankee kitsch but oh so i nteresting and entertaining to enjoy.
