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                                              RIDE ETIQUETTE  

General Information  

 

 

 Member safety is always the prime consideration wh enever planning , leading or taking part in an orga nized 
ride. Ride leaders and organizers of rides should a lways take into account the age of participants , r iding abilities , road  
and weather conditions and any other issue which ma y affect the ride. 

 The Ulysses Club does not carry insurance for membe rs on rides, as members are required to comply with  State 
laws in relation to registration and insurance of t heir vehicles , and to comply with the requirements   of the various laws 
and also the conditions of their insurance policies . 

 Ulysses Club policy is that the Club does not endo rse any ride procedure , rather a meeting place for  rides to 
leave from, and individual’s choice as to where and  how they ride , subject to road and traffic condit ions and regulations. 

 When on Club or Branch rides there are a few recom mendations that should be adhered to. Remember ,rid ing is 
an enjoyable and exciting and should remain so even  though there are few risks involved. What follows on this page are 
suggestions only and are not to be misconstrued as rules or regulations. 

Etiquette :  

¨ Arrive for the ride at least 15  minutes before the  departure time with a FULL tank and an EMPTY bladder. 

¨ There is usually a ride leader at the front and a Ta il—end Charlie at the rear of the group. 

¨ The ride leader should give a short outline of the r oute to be taken and the proposed stops along the w ay. Tail—end 
Charlie should make himself known to all participan ts. 

¨ If you are leaving the ride before the destination , please inform Tail—end Charlie, and if possible th e ride leader. 

¨ On some rides , a corner marking system is used . U sually , the rider immediately following the ride l eader is as-
signed (next) corner marker. If the ride leader tur ns at an intersection, than the second rider stops at that corner 
until all bikes have turned and then takes up a pos ition in front of tail end Charlie. It is not neces sary to resume 
your place behind the ride leader as the bike now i n second place takes the corner marker’s job. 

I’ve never ridden in a group before. What should I do ?  

¨ It is always a good idea to follow at least three b ike lengths behind the bike in front of you , but m ore is always bet-
ter.  

¨ Adding an extra couple of bike lengths in wet weath er will allow you more reaction time & braking dist ance. 

¨ Staying in the same place within the group is a muc h safer options than blasting past everyone in fron t of you. Usu-
ally the slower riders begin ( and remain) towards the rear of the group anyway.  

¨ If you do need to overtake , remember you have a re sponsibility to obey normal road rules.  

¨ Every rider has his or her own skill. Ride to your own ability and skill level at all times.  

¨  Obey the road rules and speed levels.  

¨ Ensure your bike is roadworthy.  

¨ It is a Ulysses Club rule that no other rockers, ro llers or badges of any description are allowed on t he back of a jacket 
or vest bearing an old man patch.  

¨ Above all, ride safely and be alert and aware of wh at is happening around you.  

¨ Scan constantly for danger. Never ride when you are  tired or after drinking alcohol.  

¨ Take regular breaks every hour or so. 

¨ Wear all the gear all the time (WATTGAT). Falls can occ ur anywhere anytime .  

¨ Road Rash hurts !!

Ride Report - Pomona Poker Run - Sunday 3rd July 20 11 
(Three of Diamonds)  

It was a cold and misty morning yet, by the time we  had started our first leg from Stan Topper Park at  
Pomona, the day had warmed up considerably. The $3. 00 bacon and egg muffins, together with free tea 
and coffee, gave us comfortable stomachs to go on, with around 180+ riders on some 140+ bikes ready fo r 
the off. A pack ride was neither possible nor sensi ble - the organisers had thoughtfully provided each  of us 
with a map showing the entire route of the day's ru n, together with detailed street by street directio ns on 
the reverse. We simply headed off as it suited us a nd made our way to the first stop at Borumba Dam in  
fluid groups of a couple of dozen or so, each rider  travelling at their own pace. It didn't matter if we didn't 
follow the exact route, just so long as we arrived safely at the right place!  

(Jack of Hearts)  

From Borumba Dam, our next leg was to Guerulla Park  on the Eumundi-Kenilworth Road, where plenty of 
sandwiches and cakes were provided for the hungry h ordes. We were given plenty of time to digest these  
goodies and, having gone back for 'seconds' and the n 'thirds,' there was still a reasonable selection left!  

(Jack of Spades) 

Now for the fun bit! Left onto the Obi Obi Road and  up to Mapleton. The pleasure of the uphill sweeps was 
marred just a little by two riders who barreled thr ough the pack and, regrettably, they did it again a nd 
again throughout the ride, surviving to the end - a nd they will undoubtedly continue to ride like that  until 
they make the newspaper headlines - the sooner the better, I hope (just so long as it's only a single vehicle 
occurrence). OK, I'm off the soapbox now and riding  down the range, turning right onto the Dulong Road  
then left at the end to go through Nambour. At Howa rd Street, we turned right and followed that road 
through to turn left at the end, pass the Bli Bli C astle and take the Yandina turn-off to the right. 
(Originally, it was planned for us to stop at the s tart of the Dulong Road but, knowing that road work ing 
machinery was parked there, we were instructed to g o on to Browns Creek Rest Area, just north of 
Yandina for our fourth card). Our arrival there put  the wind up the half-dozen campers there, but only  
briefly!  

(Nine of Diamonds)  

Our last leg was via North Arm, Eumundi (Range Road ) then onto Sunset Road to Tewentin. From there to 
Cooroy and right to Pomona. Our final destination w as the Pomona Bowls Club where a double serve of sa u-
sage sizzle was provided as a wind down for the rid es' end.  

(Seven of Hearts)  

Sunny and warm, relaxing after a reasonably safe 24 0 klm ride, we eventually made our way into the ven ue 
where the final random draws, raffles and Certifica tes of Appreciation to the Sponsors were made.  

I eventually left there at around three o'clock and  took a leisurely ride back to my camp, having had a day 
out with a large crowd, not knowing anyone by name but meeting several new bike fraternity friends.  

A good day! 
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The Wednesday Ride  (6th July)  

When I attended my first Sunshine Coast Branch mont hly meeting several years ago, I heard talk of the “Wednesday 
Ride” and I thought that it must be wonderful to be  able to have time off, mid-week, to get together w ith like-minded 
people and blow away a few cobwebs. But, back then,  I was working full-time and the “Wednesday Ride” w as something 
I could only dream about. 

Then came the dark days, the Branch was in limbo and , for a while, it seemed to be burning out. Fast app roaching re-
tirement age, I had gone over to part-time work and , together with a few other dedicated Ulyssians, I was able to con-
tribute to the Phoenix that arose from those ashes. 

As we gradually found our identity and settled into  a new era, it occurred to me that, maybe, the mid- week ride could be 
resurrected - not structured in the previous manner  but dedicated to a gentle, more sedate social outi ng that would be 
aimed at the older ‘old farts’ (I was fast becoming  one myself!). On the premise of ‘build it and they  will come,’ a couple 
of us dedicated ourselves to being free to ride, ev ery Wednesday.  

On that first day, we turned up at the Shell Panoram a for a nine o’clock start and were pleased to have  another two 
riders join us. I don’t remember where we went nor where we stopped but thankfully, it was followed ev ery Wednesday 
thereafter with four, five or six riders taking an easy jaunt around the coast and hinterland - rarely  doing more than 
100 klms and often spending more time gossiping ove r coffee and cakes than we did actual riding time. Word spread, 
and some lady riders became regulars, quick to take  advantage of the easy ride and friendly socialisin g. Generally, it 
was all over in the early afternoon, leaving a good ly portion of the day for everyone to pursue other interests or duties.  

Eighteen months ago, I left the area and handed the  reins to Bruce. Every week, wherever I happened to  be in this 
vast land, I’d read the emailed update and note tha t the Wednesday Ride was still featured and, as muc h as I enjoy 
the Sunday rides, Odysseys or Poker Runs with other Branches, I often hanker for a leisurely ride - som ething I am 
only really able to do solo - but then it’s just no t the same on your own! 

Yesterday, the planets came into alignment for me a nd I was able to be part of the “Wednesday Ride.” W hat a pleasure 
it was! The format had remained the same - ride a wh ile, gossip forever - and was, for me, vindication that the Ulysses 
Club is, first and foremost, a social club; the mot orbikes simply provide the means by which together,  we can take the 
scenic route, (enjoy the scenery, too!) and then sa mple the cuisine at any one of a myriad of differen t venues that are on 
offer locally. Seven of us (and apologies from two lady riders who had bike problems, so couldn't join  us) rode for just an 
hour and a half, finishing at Gowinta’s Café at Bee rwah - new to me but perfect for the occasion - and  what better way 
to spend time with friends. If you haven’t yet done  a Wednesday Ride and you get the opportunity, grab  it and enjoy it! 

Thank you Bruce, and thanks also to Bill, Brad, Eric , Jim and Uwe for their company on a memorable day.
