PLEASE READ RIDE ETIQUETTE

General Information

Member safety is always the prime consideration wh enever planning , leading or taking part in an orga  nized
ride. Ride leaders and organizers of rides should a Iways take into account the age of participants , r iding abilities , road
and weather conditions and any other issue which ma y affect the ride.

The Ulysses Club does not carry insurance for membe rs on rides, as members are required to comply with ~ State
laws in relation to registration and insurance of t  heir vehicles , and to comply with the requirements of the various laws
and also the conditions of their insurance policies

Ulysses Club policy is that the Club does not endo rse any ride procedure , rather a meeting place for rides to
leave from, and individual’s choice as to where and how they ride , subject to road and traffic condit ions and regulations.

When on Club or Branch rides there are a few recom mendations that should be adhered to. Remember ,rid ing is
an enjoyable and exciting and should remain so even though there are few risks involved. What follows  on this page are
suggestions only and are not to be misconstrued as rules or regulations.

Etiquette :
Arrive for the ride at least 15 minutes before the  departure time with a FULL tank and an EMPTY bladder.
There is usually a ride leader at the front and a Ta  il—end Charlie at the rear of the group.

The ride leader should give a short outline of the r  oute to be taken and the proposed stops along the w ay. Tail—end
Charlie should make himself known to all participan  ts.

If you are leaving the ride before the destination , please inform Tail—end Charlie, and if possible th e ride leader.

On some rides , a corner marking system is used . U sually , the rider immediately following the ride |  eader is as-
signed (next) corner marker. If the ride leader tur  ns at an intersection, than the second rider stops  at that corner
until all bikes have turned and then takes up a pos ition in front of tail end Charlie. It is not neces  sary to resume
your place behind the ride leader as the bike now i n second place takes the corner marker’s job.

I've never ridden in a group before. What should | do?

It is always a good idea to follow at least three b ike lengths behind the bike in front of you , but m  ore is always bet-
ter.

Adding an extra couple of bike lengths in wet weath  er will allow you more reaction time & braking dist  ance.

Staying in the same place within the group is a muc  h safer options than blasting past everyone in fron t of you. Usu-
ally the slower riders begin (and remain) towards  the rear of the group anyway.

If you do need to overtake , remember you have a re sponsibility to obey normal road rules.
Every rider has his or her own skill. Ride to your  own ability and skill level at all times.
Obey the road rules and speed levels.

Ensure your bike is roadworthy.

It is a Ulysses Club rule that no other rockers, ro llers or badges of any description are allowed ont he back of a jacket
or vest bearing an old man patch.

Above all, ride safely and be alert and aware of wh at is happening around you.
Scan constantly for danger. Never ride when you are tired or after drinking alcohol. ,
NEVER Ride Faster Than
Take regular breaks every hour or so. YOUR Angel Can FLY !
Wear all the gear all the time (WATTGAT). Falls can occ  ur anywhere anytime .

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Travelling

Now and then | receive favourable comments regardin g the way my travelling rig is set-up. When I'm all packed up and
on the road and people discover that this is how |  live - that everything | need is here - they ask ho w | manage with so
little. Conversely, when | am set up in camp fora  few days, the remarks often follow the opposite the me - “How do you
get all that in your little trailer?”

When | first determined that a bike and trailer was to be my transport to get me around Australia, |d  rew on many pre-
vious years of camping to get an idea of what was t ruly essential - and then | would add to that some little luxuries, par-
ticularly things to fill my relaxing hours - music, movies, books, puzzles, etc.

When | first determined that a bike and trailer was to be my transport to get me around Australia, |d  rew on many pre-
vious years of camping to get an idea of what was t ruly essential - and then | would add to that some little luxuries, par-
ticularly things to fill my relaxing hours - music, movies, books, puzzles, etc.

So | put together a list that would satisfy my basi ¢ needs - shelter from sun, wind and rain; comfort when sleeping or
sitting around; organising the kinds of food thatw  ould provide a reasonable diet and finally, water.  How much of any-
thing would be appropriate, where would it be stowe d and what would it weigh?

When camping out full-time, a tent on its own not s ufficient shelter. To be outside in all weathers req uires a sturdy roof,
plus walls of some sort to give both overhead and s ide protection from all weather. Although | have mo  dified many
things since | started out, | always use a good qua lity tarpaulin as the roof and supplement that with the light, cheap,
readily available-and-replaceable blue tarps, as wa lIs. | have enough poles to vary the exact set-up - and that usually
depends on how long my stay is - the longer | stay, the more | build. | set up the trailer and tentun  der this shelter and
often there is room for the bike (although | own a  bike cover, it's nowhere near the kind of qualityt hat can be used in all
weathers).

Comfort is a relative thing. | am just as happy to  lay the swag on the ground (in fine weather) asla mto be snugina -
5C rated bag plus swag plus an air mattress in the  tent when it's cold and miserable. It's all part of  the game. Likewise,
| have had a series of cheap camping chairs but I n ow have a well-padded lounge-style chair. There's a lot of sitting
around on the road - may as well be as comfortable as possible!

Also linked with comfort is clothing. Believing tha  t | would need clothes for every possible occasion, | started out with
just that - in actual volume, taking up a quarter o f the space in the trailer! That's now been reduced to a mix-n-match
wardrobe which, while still suiting any occasion,t  akes up half the room it did before - and that also  includes storage of
the stuff awaiting the laundry !

Food is always going to be a personal choice thing. Though | started out with a 12v cooler/warmer, | did  n’'t have enough
battery power to keep it running regularly. Now | ust use a six-litre esky - room enough to keep a sm all tub of marga-
rine cool, plus eggs, fresh bacon rashers (for a da y or two) and tonight’s fresh meat or fish. Though |  always have some
long life milk on hand, | normally use powdered mil  k on a daily basis. When fresh food is not readily available, | rely on
a variety of tins, jars and packets - always carrie  d - to supplement my needs. (Take a good look nextt ime you're in the
supermarket and I'm sure you'll be surprised atthe  numerous, non-refrigerated foodstuffs available).

Whatever else is sacrificed or modified, I've gott o have water! However, with a litre of water weighi  ng about a kilo, |
have limited myself to a full, 5 litre container wh  en travelling, but use a custom-made water tube, wi  th tap, built onto
the trailer. This holds 12+ litres and, using the 5 litre container, | fill this tube for use on-site (  or prior, if water isn’'t
available where | plan to camp). With care, thisla  sts me several days.

How do | know whether water is/isn’t available ahea d of time? There is a book, updated regularly, titte d “Camps Aus-
tralia.” At around $60.00, it has been the best val ue-for-money item | have ever possessed. And I'm no t alone in think-
ing that. | guarantee that on any campsite | go to, someone will have a glass of red wine in one hand and the Traveller's
Bible in the other!

With the primary needs taken care of, | also carry  basic mechanical tools to service and maintain the bike, as well as
sufficient wood- and metal-work tools to repair or  alter the trailer. The other very important item is a computer. Though
mine is relatively tiny, it is still much more than a word processing communicator - wireless internet , stacks of movies,
music, photos - and digital TV. That's a lot of ente  rtainment sorted!

This is by no means a comprehensive list of everythi ng | have found to be important. There's the genera tor, solar panel,
table, axes, bow-saw, cooker, saucepans, cutlery, p lates, bowls, lights, stools, jack, battery charger , gas-heater, camp
oven, etc., etc., everything neatly packed away in  approximately half a cubic metre (18 cu ft) of spac e!

Perhaps the greatest lesson | have learned since goi ng ‘on the road’ is that, no matter how many kims 1 travel, no mat-
ter how much stuff | have (or seem to be able to ma nage without), | regularly rethink about what | hav e (when was it
used last?) and where | pack it. Other travellerst  ell me they do the same thing - no matter how neces sary something
seems to be when starting out on a trip, ifit's no t used for weeks on end and it's not ‘for emergency use’ only, it's wast-
ing space.

And there’s one other thing worth mentioning. For m  uch of my life | camped out for days and sometimes weeks at a
time. The gear | had then was perfectly adequate for  short-term use, some of it lasting many years. Now , | look more
closely at ‘cost new’ and how long it lasts with re gular use. Sometimes it has proven more practicalt o buy light and
cheap and replace it regularly, rather than struggl e with a quality item that is heavy and hard to mai  ntain/carry. At
other times, getting a practical, long-lasting, eas y-maintenance item pays dividends. Some camping gea r will last years
and give good service, while some doesn't stand up to regular daily use.

When all is said and done, travelling with bike and  trailer has taught me many lessons and | am contin  ually streamlin-
ing and refining everything. Right from the start, the trailer has been a 'work-in-progress’ - ithas metamorphosed
many times. “What if | ...... ?” works sometimes - and i t stays - until the next “What if....... ?

My only regret is that | had to wait until aged pen  sion time to get going!
