PLEASE READ RIDE ETIQUETTE

General Information

Member safety is always the prime consideration wh enever planning , leading or taking part in an orga  nized
ride. Ride leaders and organizers of rides should a Iways take into account the age of participants , r iding abilities , road
and weather conditions and any other issue which ma y affect the ride.

The Ulysses Club does not carry insurance for membe rs on rides, as members are required to comply with ~ State
laws in relation to registration and insurance of t  heir vehicles , and to comply with the requirements of the various laws
and also the conditions of their insurance policies

Ulysses Club policy is that the Club does not endo rse any ride procedure , rather a meeting place for rides to
leave from, and individual’s choice as to where and how they ride , subject to road and traffic condit ions and regulations.

When on Club or Branch rides there are a few recom mendations that should be adhered to. Remember ,rid ing is
an enjoyable and exciting and should remain so even though there are few risks involved. What follows  on this page are
suggestions only and are not to be misconstrued as rules or regulations.

Etiquette :
Arrive for the ride at least 15 minutes before the  departure time with a FULL tank and an EMPTY bladder.
There is usually a ride leader at the front and a Ta  il—end Charlie at the rear of the group.

The ride leader should give a short outline of the r  oute to be taken and the proposed stops along the w ay. Tail—end
Charlie should make himself known to all participan  ts.

If you are leaving the ride before the destination , please inform Tail—end Charlie, and if possible th e ride leader.

On some rides , a corner marking system is used . U sually , the rider immediately following the ride |  eader is as-
signed (next) corner marker. If the ride leader tur  ns at an intersection, than the second rider stops  at that corner
until all bikes have turned and then takes up a pos ition in front of tail end Charlie. It is not neces  sary to resume
your place behind the ride leader as the bike now i n second place takes the corner marker’s job.

I've never ridden in a group before. What should | do?

It is always a good idea to follow at least three b ike lengths behind the bike in front of you , but m  ore is always bet-
ter.

Adding an extra couple of bike lengths in wet weath  er will allow you more reaction time & braking dist  ance.

Staying in the same place within the group is a muc  h safer options than blasting past everyone in fron t of you. Usu-
ally the slower riders begin (and remain) towards  the rear of the group anyway.

If you do need to overtake , remember you have a re sponsibility to obey normal road rules.
Every rider has his or her own skill. Ride to your  own ability and skill level at all times.
Obey the road rules and speed levels.

Ensure your bike is roadworthy.

It is a Ulysses Club rule that no other rockers, ro llers or badges of any description are allowed ont he back of a jacket
or vest bearing an old man patch.

Above all, ride safely and be alert and aware of wh at is happening around you.
Scan constantly for danger. Never ride when you are tired or after drinking alcohol. ,
NEVER Ride Faster Than
Take regular breaks every hour or so. YOUR Angel Can FLY !
Wear all the gear all the time (WATTGAT). Falls can occ  ur anywhere anytime .

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Club Rides

In my travels | often take the opportunity to ride with the local Ulysses Branch. It's a great way to  see the less-
travelled back roads of the area | happen to be in  and, of course, it's always good to travel with lik e-minded riders.

Though | always approach each ride with a view to sh aring my experience by writing a Ride Report on any  day’s par-
ticular adventure, | have recently become fascinate d by the many different interpretations of ‘Ride Et  iquette.’

The following are simply my own observations and com ments, in no way aimed at anyone or group of riders  in particu-
lar, set to paper only as a result of travelling wi  th a number of different Branches over the past eig hteen months or so
and observing the particular idiosyncrasies that oc  cur occasionally.

We all understand ‘Ride Leader,’ Corner-Marker’ and  ‘Tail-End Charlie,’ but do we, really? | have rarely  listened to a
ride briefing which outlined these duties - or even identified who in the group is doing what. Believ e me, if they are
mentioned, there is often an assumption that everyb  ody knows everybody. Different groups approach this in different
ways. Without fail, the day’s route is explained bu t | often have no idea where any of that is. What| ’'ve learned to do is
take particular interest of the stopping points -s  omewhere | can head to if the ride goes pear-shaped !

The Ride Leader.

Of course, that’s the person on the bike at the fro nt of the pack but, can everyone on the ride recogn ise him/her and ma-
chine in question ? Sometimes, he/she wears a day-g lo vest, sometimes not. (On one outing | attended, the Ride Leader
wore a vest - but we never caught a glimpse of it - his pillion rider, without vest and somewhat large  r than him, negated
the whole purpose of 'easily recognisable!’).

From my experiences, following a Ride Leader who tra vels just a couple of clicks below the speed limit allows the fol-
lowing riders to catch up without having to exceed the speed limit. If he/she also accelerates steadil y and ‘flicks’ the
brake light when slowing - particularly when using the gears to slow down - the ‘elastic band’ effect is minimised
throughout the group.

Corner-marker

The Ride Leader operates his indicator and signals to  the bike behind that he wants a corner ‘marked.” Th is bike rider
pulls over to the position indicated (visible and s  afe, with his/her indicator mimicking the Leader’s) and stays there
until Tail-End Charlie slows, leaving enough room fo  r the Corner Marker to rejoin the back of the pack.

I've witnessed corner-markers who, having caught si  ght of Tail-End Charlie in their mirrors, immediatel y slip into the
pack. Not a big problem but then, not a good idea e ither! The pack expects the Corner Marker to wait fo  r Tail-End
Charlie - unexpected actions can confuse or lead to accidents! (This can be as confusing as the occasio nal rider who
insists on ‘pairing-up‘ with another during the rid e and constantly overtakes to regain their desired  position).

Tail-End Charlie.

An unenviable role, as it's his/her job to ensure t hat no-one gets left behind. Unfortunately, I've be en on a ride where a
Tail-End Charlie’s bike developed a desire to go no further and, spluttering to a halt, he watched with disappointment
as the pack rode out of sight.

Perhaps we all concentrate too much on these labelle d 'duties’ and forget that each one of us has a fun damental duty to
every other rider in the group - we look out for ea ch other.

For what it's worth, I've had my most enjoyable ride  days with a briefing that has included the followi  ng comment.
“Keep the bike behind you in your mirrors.”

It's simple and it saves all kinds of hassles. You regularly check that there is a bike in your mirror s - not necessarily
close but visible, nonetheless. The psyche then chan ges from ‘keeping up with the bikes in front’ to 'k eeping the rider
behind in sight'. If the bike behind fails to be th  ere, slow down, even stop. The bike in front of you does the same and so
on. When the missing bike appears, off you go, and so will the bike ahead of you and the one ahead of him.

Again, | stress that I'm not pointing fingers. My s ole purpose is to pass on stuff I've seen happen an d to highlight stuff
that I've seen that works well, little things that minimise the chance of hassles that will occur occa sionally.

If the following bike fails to appear after a reaso  nable time, everyone should have stopped and (gener ally) the ride
leader will travel back to check on the problem. Re sult? Everyone stays together and Tail-End Charlie  has protection
within the pack.
