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                             RIDE ETIQUETTE  
����
                                                                    General Information  
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� Member safety is always the prime consideration whe never planning , leading or taking part in an organ ized ride. 
Ride leaders and organizers of rides should always take into account the age of participants , riding abilities , road  and 
weather conditions and any other issue which may af fect the ride. 
 The Ulysses Club does not carry insurance for memb ers on rides, as members are required to comply wit h State 
laws in relation to registration and insurance of t heir vehicles , and to comply with the requirements   of the various laws 
and also the conditions of their insurance policies . 
 Ulysses Club policy is that the Club does not endo rse any ride procedure , rather a meeting place for  rides to leave 
from, and individual’s choice as to where and how t hey ride , subject to road and traffic conditions a nd regulations. 
 When on Club or Branch rides there are a few recom mendations that should be adhered to. Remember ,rid ing is an 
enjoyable and exciting and should remain so even th ough there are few risks involved. What follows on this page are sugges-
tions only and are not to be misconstrued as rules or regulations. 
 
Etiquette :  
 
¨ Arrive for the ride at least 15  minutes before the  departure time with a FULL tank and an EMPTY bladd er. 
¨ There is usually a ride leader at the front and a T ail—end Charlie at the rear of the group. 
¨ The ride leader should give a short outline of the route to be taken and the proposed stops along the way. Tail—end 

Charlie should make himself known to all participan ts. 
¨ If you are leaving the ride before the destination , please inform Tail—end Charlie, and if possible t he ride leader. 
¨ On some rides , a corner marking system is used . U sually , the rider immediately following the ride l eader is assigned 

(next) corner marker. If the ride leader turns at a n intersection, than the second rider stops at that  corner until all bikes 
have turned and then takes up a position in front o f tail end Charlie. It is not necessary to resume y our place behind the 
ride leader as the bike now in second place takes t he corner marker’s job. 

¨  
I’ve never ridden in a group before. What should I do ?  

 
¨ It is always a good idea to follow at least three b ike lengths behind the bike in front of you , but m ore is always better.  
¨ Adding an extra couple of bike lengths in wet weath er will allow you more reaction time & braking dist ance. 
¨ Staying in the same place within the group is a muc h safer options than blasting past everyone in fron t of you. Usually 

the slower riders begin ( and remain) towards the r ear of the group anyway.  
¨ If you do need to overtake , remember you have a re sponsibility to obey normal road rules.  
¨ Every rider has his or her own skill. Ride to your own ability and skill level at all times.  
¨  Obey the road rules and speed levels.  
¨ Ensure your bike is roadworthy.  
¨ It is a Ulysses Club rule that no other rockers, ro llers or badges of any description are allowed on t he back of a jacket or 

vest bearing an old man patch.  
¨ Above all, ride safely and be alert and aware of wh at is happening around you.  
¨ Scan constantly for danger. Never ride when you are  tired or after drinking alcohol.  
¨ Take regular breaks every hour or so. 
¨ Wear all the gear all the time (WATTGAT). Falls can  occur anywhere anytime .  
¨ Road Rash hurts !!

Finally, with a week's supplies purchased and packe d and a full complement of fuel, I was riding acros s town, 
heading for the eastern exit and rurality (is that a word....?). Cruising at a steady 80kph along a go od bitumen 
road I was enjoying the easy left and right sweeps and planning the setting up at my first stop - a pl easant 
campsite I'd stayed at before, not too far to ride for my first day back on the road. 

On arrival, it was all as I'd remembered - plus the re was a bonus of being recognised and addressed by  name by 
the managers (I hope it was because of good, not ba d, reasons.....!). As most of the Christmas/New Yea r adult 
campers had left by now, I was able to pick my own site, so I set to putting up the main tarp. I alway s check 
the compass before starting this, not only to get t he alignment right so that I sit in early morning s un but also 
ensuring that I put up the correct side walls for p rotection against the prevailing weather. That done , it was 
cuppa time and relax - take in the surroundings and  check out who else was here! 

It remained warm and sunny all day and, after spend ing much of the time buried in a very good book, I took 
time out to stroll around the park. With school hol idays still happening, there were plenty of adults and kids in 
the 'Family Area' (tennis courts, BBQs, playground,  kitchen and amenities) and the riverbank was also well 
populated. (Much as I like being close to water, th e riverside sites here tend to attract the mozzies - I learned 
that last time I was here!). Having checked out the  whole area, I made and had eaten dinner just as th e sun 
was setting ((8.30 - daylight saving). 

It was then I remembered that the nights here are r elatively cold. As soon as the sun had disappeared,  the 
temperature plummeted. Not a problem, well prepared  for every eventuality and I was quickly rugged up and 
comfy. A little more reading by 12v light and thn t ime for bed. Having been in the great outdoors all day and 
now snug in my sleeping bag, I remember looking at the stars for a while but it wasn't long before I w as sound 
asleep. 

Although the finer detail of my dream that night is  long forgotten, in it I was suffocating and, when you can't 
breathe, nothing else matters! I was struggling to suck in air but I was fighting a losing battle. Des perately I 
tried to lash out at whatever was constricting my c hest and it was then that I awoke, so entwined in m y sleep-
ing bag that I couldn't move my arms or legs - I wa s really struggling to breathe! 

I forced myself to stop the struggling, to concentr ate on being methodical about getting out of this m ess. More 
conscious now, I realised I could breathe but I was  genuinely tightly trapped. I managed to roll off t he air mat-
tress, which then put me not quite face down on the  tent floor. It helped though, because it loosened the bag 
enough for me to get one arm out and I was able to find the torch. With that switched on it gave me li ght 
enough to see. The panic subsided and I found the t op clasp to the sleeping bag. Pulling that open, I then found 
the zip and unzipped it enough to sit up. The rest was easy. 

The pommie heritage kicked in and on went the kettl e for a cup of tea. Check the time - just 3.00am - bugger! 
Finished my drink, remade the bed, climbed into the  slleping bag, turned off the light and settled in again to 
sleep. But, I couldn't. The vision of suffocating w as still fresh in my mind and, try as I might to ov ercome it by 
logical thought, the panic kept rising within me. I t wasn't long before I was once again out of bed, f ully dressed 
and, with the sleeping bag fully unzipped and wrapp ed around me as a blanket, I sat in my reclining ch air and 
dozed until daylight. 

I had been so looking forward to my return to sleep ing 'neath the stars - 'cept it didn't quite work o ut as 
planned. And although I was a little apprehensive w hen I went to bed the next night, all has been well  since.

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The Pancake Ride - 15th January 2012  

I'm camped at St. Marys, an old-established town on  the coast of Tasmania - due east of Launceston as the crow flies. The 
town itself is situated about 17 klms inland from t he coast, behind St. Patrick's Peak, easily accesse d from the west but 
only accessible via two steep and winding roads fro m the east - St Marys Pass from the NE (which gives  the town it's name 
- not the other way around, apparently!) and Elepha nt Pass from the SE. Both roads are fun to ride on a bike - a cross be-
tween the Obi Obi (only much longer) and the Peache ster Bends (a lot tighter, sometimes rough - and no where near as 
'neat!'). 

I suppose it would be more truthful to say that I h ad a half ride today - just 150 klms. Also, I began  late (11am) and fin-
ished early (3pm), however, since I've had the plea sure of several rides with the local Ulysses Branch , I've noticed that eat-
ing up the kilometres doesn't happen here, primaril y because there are so many ups n downs and twists and turns; the rare 
opportunity of getting a lick on is soon tempered b y the fast approaching winding, hilly, tree-lined r oad - alternately going 
from sunlight into shadow - plus there are often re sidual wet patches...oops! 

One of the 'must do' things in this area is the Pan cake Manor on Elephant Pass and, despite this being  my third trip to the 
east coast, I've never before been in a position to  get there, until today. Having risen early and had  a cooked breakfast, I 
was happy to potter about, chat to neighbours and f inish reading my current book, just to while away t he hours until I 
knew I'd have room for the intended feast - and it was a feast! Going down the pass, the Manor is loca ted in the midst of 
some very tight bends but, having arrived there saf ely and parked up next to a couple of Harleys (do I  care?), I selected a 
savoury Cheese, Asparagus and Ham Pancake and, to w ash it down, a proper Irish coffee. Wow! I sat out in the gardens for 
a while to let the food settle before saddling up a nd heading back up the pass to St Marys then turnin g onto the St Marys 
Pass road to go down to the coast road and north to  St Helens. 

I wandered around St Helens for a while and picked up some supplies before heading a little further no rth to Binalong Bay. 
I had been told that there were some good campsites  close to or on the beach along there, however, I r an into a couple of 
difficulties that would colour my thinking about el ecting to camp there - very, very strong winds blow ing off the ocean - 
once I'd managed to overcome the teeth-rattling, ve ry heavily corrugated, 4 klm gravel access road! Oh  well, at least I'd 
been there and checked it out.

I returned via St Helens and again southward, follo wing the tight coastal road bends to get out of tow n and then faster past 
the dunes. Through Scamander at 50kph then open 'er  up for a maximum speed limit run to the Chain of L agoons - another 
campsite at the foot of Elephant pass. Final leg ho me - all the way up Elephant Pass - so enjoyable wi th no traffic to speak 
of. 

A sunny day with a cool breeze blowing most of the time - just goes to prove that Sundays are for ridi ng!
